Method
Pins are inserted throughout the surveyed cross sections. The steel pins are 0.6 m long with a diameter of 10 mm and were inserted perpendicular to the particular surface (e.g., pins in the bank were horizontal and pins on the top of slump blocks were vertical) so that 0.3 m was exposed. The length of the exposed portion of each pin was measured on a monthly basis.
